	To be a Chartered Member of the Rotary eClub 3150 means...
· You live or do business in ANY Rotary District in any country of the Rotary world.

· Your current circumstances are such that it is not possible to meet attendance requirements of a traditional Rotary club, which is typically a weekly meeting in a specific location.

· You are a contributor to society in your profession, occupation, industry, business, or community role.

· You are committed to the personal ethic of Service Above Self, The Four-Way Test, and support the Object Of Rotary.

· You provide references and self-attested documents of proof of identity and address proof like Passport and Driving License scanned copies as attachments to the Membership application which will be sent to you after completion of Club formation.  

· You are willing to participate regularly in the Rotary eClub 3150 community and, as appropriate and feasible, you are willing to accept tasks and responsibilities. 
· You accept that all club programs, forums, business, and communications are conducted in English.

· You are willing to make financial contributions to support club projects, the District Foundation and The Rotary Foundation.

· You are prepared to pay a one-time initiation fee of  INRs 2,000  [Approximately US$43 ] being charter member fee payable to Rotary International setup and training in club procedures on Club website & webinar facilities. This amount is non-refundable.
· After formation of the Rotary eClub 3150, pay along with membership aplication an Annual Fee of INRs 4,500 [Approximately US$97]. This amount is used to pay Rotary International dues, District dues and Club operational expenses. Part of this amount also goes toward a mandatory subscription to ‘The Rotarian’ magazine, which arrives to you monthly. The Membership in Rotary E-Club is subject to approval of your application form.
· You accept that, for the purpose of Rotary administration, you will be considered a member in good standing of District 3150, India, although residing in a State or Province of your own country.

· You have regular access to the Internet and are willing to acquire the necessary skills to participate in the activities of Rotary eClub 3150.

· Your responsibilities, as a eRotarian, are: 
1.) to pay your dues in a timely manner;
2.) to logon on Club website regularly and particularly spend minimum thirty minutes on Saturday at the weekly interactive session 
3.) to Makeup attendance from among the many articles to choose from, which inform you about Rotary and keep you current with Rotary activities locally and around the world; and
4.) to support the Club’s  or your approved individual - projects.
Get Involved As Leader
· President: It shall be the duty of the president to preside at meetings of the E-club and the Board and to perform other duties as ordinarily pertain to the office of President.

· President-elect. It shall be the duty of the president-elect to serve as one of the Drectors if necessary and to perform such other duties as may be prescribed by the President or the Board. Share the responsibilities of President
· Vice-President.It shall be the duty of the Vice-President to preside at meetings of the E-club and the Board in the absence of the President or at the request of the President [ it is advisable that the Vice-President chairs at least one weekly meeting and one Board Meeting every once in three months to familiarize with the procedures] and to perform other duties as ordinarily pertain to the office of vice-president.

· Secretary. It shall be the duty of the secretary to keep online membership records; record attendance at meetings; send out notices of club, board, and committee meetings; record and backup the minutes of such meetings; report as required to RI, including the semiannual reports of membership on 1 January and 1 July of each year, which shall include per capita dues for all members and prorated dues for active members who have been elected to membership in the club since the start of the July or January semiannual reporting period; report changes in membership;
· Joint Secretary. Prepare and provide the monthly attendance report, which shall be made to the District Governor within 15 days of the last meeting of the month; collect and remit RI official magazine subscriptions and share the duties of the Secretary.

· Treasurer. It shall be the duty of the treasurer to have custody of all funds, accounting via online or physical method annually and at any other time upon demand by the board, and to perform other duties as pertains to the office of treasurer. Upon retirement from office, the treasurer shall turn over to the incoming Treasurer or to the President all funds, books of accounts, or any other club property.   

· Sergeant-at-Arms. During Rotary club meetings, the sergeant-at-arms maintains order, encourages fellowship among members, and assists the club officers as needed.
· Director – Membership will develop and implement a comprehensive plan for the  recruitment and retention of club Members.    

· Director – Public Relations will develop and implement plans to provide the public & media with information about Rotary and to promote the club’s service projects and activities.    

· Director – Club Administration will conduct activities associated with the effective operation of the club through website.   

· Director – Service Projects  will develop and implement educational, humanitarian, and vocational projects that address the needs of its community and communities in other countries.  
· Director – The Rotary Foundation will develop & implement plans to support The Rotary Foundation through  financial contributions and program participation.  
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
